June is a month known for a few notable celebrations: Father's Day, Flag Day, and Juneteenth. These             

celebrations, both collective and individual, revolve around honoring fathers, recognizing the flag, and          

celebrating freedom from oppression. On Father’s Day, we honor our fathers for their role as providers and  

protectors. Proverbs 20:7(NLV) states, “How happy are the sons of a man who is right with God and walks in 

honor!” Flag Day reminds us of the flag's significance as a symbol of independence, representing the unity of 

land and the patriotic colors of red, white, and blue. Juneteenth, also known as Freedom Day, has gained    

prominence in recent years as a significant commemoration of African American history, marking the        

emancipation of enslaved African Americans in the United States. John 8:32(NIV) reassures us, “Then you will 

know the truth, and the truth will set you free.” Hence, June holds considerable significance for many people 

impacted by these celebrations. 

As we reflect on the month of June, it brings more than the arrival of summer and the long, sunny days. It is a 

time of honor, as we recognize our earthly fathers, the flag’s representation of the United States, and the      

freedom celebrated on Juneteenth. Each of these celebrations has its place on the calendar, signifying             

importance and providing the nation with a moment to pause and reflect. Psalm 33:12(NIV) states, “Blessed is 

the nation whose God is the Lord, the people he chose for his inheritance.” 

However, upon deeper reflection, the significance of these days, although relevant and arguably necessary, 

pales in comparison to the light of Christ, who embodies and represents every day and celebration.                 

Understanding who Christ is and His purpose allows us to celebrate God as the ultimate Father, beyond just a 

single day for one man but as the creator of all he is according to Psalm 68:5(NLT), “Father to the fatherless, 

defender of   widows—this is God, whose dwelling is holy”. And in this love and protection, He offered us the 

greatest gift in Jesus. We can honor Jesus' sacrificial banner, not merely as a national symbol but as a            

representation for the  entire world as John 3:16(KJV) so lovingly tells us, “For God so loved the world, that he 

gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life”. So, let 

us dig a little deeper and reflect on the blood that was shed not just as a sacrifice, but ultimately as a drink     

offering when we honor the Lord’s return as with communion. In doing so we reflect on the Lord in celebratory 

fashion as a sign and proclamation of His great return. Furthermore, we recognize a freedom not just known for 

hundreds of years, but for thousands of years. Freedom that was bought with His blood. Freedom, offering us 

eternal life and   powered by the Holy Spirit that lives within believers, providing protection beyond any    

worldly limits. Now, we can stand boldly on Galatians 5:1(KJV); “Stand fast therefore in the liberty wherewith 

Christ hath made us free, and be not entangled again with the yoke of bondage”.

Living Faith School of Theology (LFSoT) offers the follow-

ing  types of Certificates, Diplomas, and Degrees. 
 

AUDIT CERTIFICATE 

The Audit Program is for those individuals attending for 

their own personal spiritual growth. Audit students must 

attend all lectures and read all text books. Audit students 

will receive a Certificate of Attendance for each 30-credit 

hour program completed. Audit students may later convert 

their audit credit to an academic degree credit by complet-

ing additional work requirements (tests, papers, and labs) 

and paying the additional tuition for the degree program. 
 

DIPLOMA PROGRAM 

A Diploma in Biblical Studies is awarded to students who 

successfully completes their designated first-year program 

for academic credit (30 credit-hours total). 
 

ASSOCIATES DEGREE PROGRAM 

An Associates Degree in Biblical Studies is awarded to stu-

dents who successfully completes their designated second 

year program for academic credit (60 credit-hours total). 
 

ADVANCED ASSOCIATES DEGREE 

An advanced Associates Degree in Biblical Studies is

BACHELORS DEGREE 

A Bachelors Degree in Biblical Studies is awarded to stu-

dents who successfully completes their designated fourth-

year program for academic credit (120 credit-hours total).
